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Ringer Chart Instructions
Let’s have some fun this year with a Ringer Chart!

Have you ever wondered what your score would be if you had all your best holes at the same time? We’ll find out by maintaining a RINGER CHART this summer for league play.
How does this work you ask? After your first night of league play, turn in your score card to the EWGA board. (Do keep a copy so you can input scores for your handicap.) Each following week, find your name on the ringer chart posted at your course. Review your prior hole-by-hole scores and if your score on any hole has improved from the previous week, enter the improved score in the row labeled Changes. By the end of season you will have an eclectic score of your combined best holes during league!
For Example – the first round for Girl Golfer is shown:   
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Her scorecard for this week shows that she improved on hole 4 by one stroke (she got a par!) and on hole 8 by two strokes. So in pencil she writes these two scores on the ringer chart as shown above. She does not enter any holes where the score remained the same or was worse. As she improves on each hole, she will erase the previous score if there is one and enter the new score. She will repeat this process each week until season end.

At season end, we will give awards to the player with the Most Improved Score and to the player with the Best Overall Score at each course.  

All players are eligible — subs too!  If your name is not on the chart, add it to the chart in a space provided and enter your first round score in ink. Traveling teams will be eligible on both courses, so be sure to enter your league scores at both courses.
